This was without a doubt my best Rooikat hunt ever, it will for ever
stand out as the best cat calling session ever, one that | won't
ever forget and quite possibly won't ever match or do better again!
It was one of those hunts that stand out above the others!

It was the month of April 2013 , the lambing season is upon us, and
S0 too are the cats more active as they know small lambs are now
born and are easy prey. | went out with my wife, and in 3 hunts |
called and killed 3 cats, this cat was No3 .

As standard procedure | picked a windy night, no moon, pitch dark
skies and a nice area with lots of cover, and of course sheep close by.



| decided to make a stand at a waterhole with basically very little
water still in it, and parked close to it with cover all around me, the
area had a typical catty landscape with a lot of cover, to my left cover
and the back and the front open and the one side.

The corner of the fence line IS NOT jackal proof fence so a critter can
get past it easily to get to me, ground bumpy with a few mole hills and
dense cover at the back with trees. Lovely cat places.

To the left is sheep and also cover, the front is open. When | parked
here my wife said mmmm this is a great spot, and | knew that, | asked
her if she wanted to shoot this time, but it was a cold and a very windy

night, so she passed.

| prepared the truck with netting and hooked up the chair etc and we
awaited nightfall. At dusk | began to scan with night vision in case
anything came close to us, but nothing came past except a few bat
eared foxes, so we waited for darkness...........................



The line shows the cats fravel route, and when he decided
that now was the time fo attack he ran like a dog/

Here you can see the tree line at 350m away, the cat came through the
trees, and looked at me for about 10 minutes, then went right into the
opening and then ran like a dog fast as if somebody lit a match under
his bum, he ran like mad across the field under the fence and stopped

next to it, and that is the spot | shot him in the head at 75m.

The line here shows the basic
travel route, he went under the
fence higher up out of the
photograph but that's an idea
of his approach.

As per usual the wind was
howling, | seem to call lots of
cats in wind, you can see how
my wife is holding her hat on!



THE REASON WHY THIS WAS MY
BEST CAT STAND SO FAR

| purchased a new system that | mounted on my R4, a Cobra night
vision riflescope, and my partner and | sighted it in the previous week,
and here is an idea as to the accuracy of the scope at 80m in pitch
darkness. The first two shots needed changing to get on target, but
look at the 3 holes after setting changes. What more can | say! And
that’'s shooting in the pitch dark!

So, | prepared the scope on my R4, | set up the laser and the
big infra red spotlight on my chair and awaited nightfall. After
a bunch of bat eared foxes etc and the time got to 37 minutes
(it shows on the Shockwaves remote) | saw eyes at the trees
350m away, | dropped the volume and the eyes after 10
minutes went to the right and then ran like crazy, dog like to
the left, under the fence and stopped and looked around.




| watched him come all the way in with my night vision
binoculars and when he stopped past the fence, he was
relaxed and had no idea he was being watched, | put down
the binoculars around my neck, picked up the rifle that sits
besides the chair in its rack and sighted in on the cat.

| put the sight on his chest at the spot the neck joins the chest,
and pulled the trigger; | could hear it was over from that very
well known thud bullet makes when hitting a target, only this
was a firmer sound and | said to my wife | just shot a lynx in
the head.

| waited 5 minutes and walked over to the cat. It was the first
attempt with the new scope and | killed a called lynx, was a
real text book hunt.

This gun is super accurate with a long barrel; | have killed
loads of cats with this gun since 1999.

75m, the cat offered me a front shot

not a side broad side target. The 223
is a great calibre for such game.

The lynx was still young but that's ok, they get bi g! | used my Shockwave
caller, on Jackrabbit distress to take all 3 cats. They seem to like that
sound. After many years 99% of all the cats | calle dcameinat45minto 1l
hour and most also got called in the wind, and also ZERO MOON at all.
